Principal's Perspectives 

 

Dear Northwest Christian School Family,  

Our world changes rapidly.  If you are like me and many NCS      
students' parents, you are worried about the rapidly changing     
society that our kids will face.  Can you believe that when I started 
my career in educational administration, most elementary school 
students were utterly ignorant of foul and sexually explicit           
language?  This has been one of the most heartbreaking                  
developments I have watched during my career.  The free exposure 
to social media, unfiltered internet, and other media sources have 
provided an education to our children that none of us are excited 
about.  During the past several weeks, I have been receiving reports 
that some of our NCS students are using inappropriate language in 
the halls, on the playground, and in after-school care.  When  I       
receive such reports, my response is immediate intervention and 
prayer.  If the problem persists with a particular student, inviting 
parents to be involved and consulting our NCS discipline committee 
becomes a reality.   

I have an appeal to make to the greater NCS family reading 
this.  Please take the time to discuss with the children in your care 
the values that drive a Christian school.  Northwest Christian 
School is a safe place for kids to learn and grow.  An unfortunate 
part of this growth is learning to negotiate peer pressure, learning 
to apply choice to our words and actions, and learning to own our 
actions through our mistakes.  One of the things I have loved about 
my many years in educational administration is watching students, 
many of whom struggle with some of life's tougher lessons, grow 
into God-fearing and trustworthy young adults.   

The road through childhood is never straight.  But the more that we 
can synchronize the values between home, school, and church, the 
more children we will be able to guide successfully through          
childhood's windy path.
